Springfield’ s second paid pastor ...

Springfield’s second paid pastor was Pastor Chester H. Petry who came to Springfield in |°
1928. He stayed until June of 1935. The church built a new parsonage in 1928 on land
donated by R. F. Carper. The parsonage was built under the supervision of Charles Lutz
with members of the congregation donating their time to build the parsonage. The parson-
age was used by pastors and their families until 1967 when Paul Groff was called to pastor
at Springfield. Pastor Groff wanted to own his own home so the parsonage was sold. Pas-
tors from that time on received a housing allowance aside from their salary.

During Brother Petry’s years at Springfield, what was at that time, a major innovation in the worship service
was begun. On January 9, 1932 it was decided to use a piano in the service. Prior to this time. It was thought
improper to use musical instruments in a house of worship, and all singing was done unaccompanied.

It might be of interest to mention that in the worship service at this time in the history of the church, the
women sat on one side of the church and men on the other side. Women always had their head covered when
worshiping with what was called a “prayer covering.” When the morning prayer was held during the worship
service, everyone got on their knees facing the pew to pray.

Note: our church history can be found in a book located in the library.
